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GOSPEL MEDITATION

“Rejoice and leap for joy on that day! Behold,

your reward will be great in heaven. For their

ancestors treated the prophets in the same way.»”
-Luke 6:23

This weekend’s readings invite us to
consider what it means for someone to be
blessed. The Psalm tells us “Blessed the man
who follows not the counsel of the wicked, nor
walks in the way of sinners, . . . but delights in
the law of the LORD and meditates on his law
day and night.” Likewise, we read of Luke’s
account of the Beatitudes in the Gospel, where
Jesus pronounces blessing on the poor, the
hungry, the weeping, and others. The Lord
desires for us live a life of abundant joy and
fulfillment—and we learn the shape of that life
in this Sunday’s readings. Take this time to
consider where am | trying to find joy in the
world, apart from Jesus, and how can | give that
to the Lord to allow Him to fill me with the
things that will bring true happiness and
blessing?

Lastly, as a part of this life of blessing
that we are called to, we are promised by God
that death is not the end of our lives. St. Paul
reminds us that Christ is the model for all of us
in His Resurrection. Take this time to meditate
on the future glory that awaits our bodies and
souls in Heaven, and how the saints and angels,
and even our loved ones who have gone before
us, eagerly await our joining to them in this state
of eternal blessing.
